Installing Windows 11 on older machine1
Get the Windows 11 ISO file

Download the Window 11 ISO file from the official Windows source Using Media Creation Tool, Navigate to the Microsoft Windows 11 download page.

    Under the heading "Create Windows 11 Installation Media." click the “Download Now” button to get the setup file.  You should be saving a file called MediaCreationTool_Win11_23H2.exe or similar.
Run the MediaCreationTool file just downloaded. Accept the terms and condition by clicking Accept in the Setup window. Use recommendations options for this PC is usually ticked. Check the language and edition are the ones you want to use or change them. Then click Next to proceed. Under “Choose which media to use”, Select ISO File and click Next. Under “Select a path” find a location with sufficient space to download and save the ISO file. The ISO file is between 6 and 7 GB.
If you’re going to update more than one computer you should only need to download the ISO once, but sometimes one copy of the ISO will not run on a different machine and you have to do the full process..

Fix the Registry

Open the Start menu and type regedit, then choose the first search result. The Registry Editor should open. On the left-side pane, navigate to HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SYSTEM\Setup\MoSetup.

Right-click the empty space on the right and select New, then DWORD (32-bit) Value. Name it AllowUpgradesWithUnsupportedTPMOrCPU.

It’s possible the MoSetup key isn’t present on your machine. So as an alternative, double-click the Mosetup.reg file which will install it. Or try running the following command in Powershell

Set-ItemProperty -Path "HKLM:\SYSTEM\Setup\MoSetup" -Name AllowUpgradesWithUnsupportedTPMOrCPU -Type DWORD -Value 1

Start the setup process

Mount Windows 11 ISO by double-clicking in Explorer. Run Setup.exe, After the countdown to 100% fix the compatibility as below.
Fixing compatibility tests
Setup checks for compatibility and may fail with an incompatibility notice. Click ‘Back’ to return. Before proceeding, use Explorer, open the folder where you stored these instructions, right-click on appraiserres.dll and choose Copy. Next move to This PC and Windows (C:) then open the Windows.~BT folder, then the Sources folder. 

It used to be sufficient to delete the file appraiserres.dll from C:\$Windows.~BT\Sources, but this is now not sufficient to get the update to complete, Windows Update reports 'something went wrong' if appraiserres.dll is missing. Instead we replace it with a dummy file with the same name. 
Right-click in the Sources folder and choose Paste and agree to any prompts, such as giving approval. Before you click Next in the upgrade program, don’t allow Windows to install drivers and updates. Choose “change how setup installs drivers” and select ‘Not now’. 

Now you can click ‘Next’  and Windows Update will complete the upgrade properly. It can take a few hours and the computer will restart a number of times.

If you get a watermark on screen
If you're seeing this message and have decided not to buy a new PC, here's how to get rid of the message. We have to insert the usual disclaimer here about the dangers of editing the registry. This is the underbelly of the entire operating system, so proceed with caution. It's also a good idea to create a System Restore Point before you do it. That will save a copy of the current registry in case things go sideways. With that in mind, here's what you need to do:

    Click on the Start menu and type Registry Editor and open it

    Expand HKEY_CURRENT_USER
    Navigate to and expand Control Panel
    Click the UnsupportedHardwareNotificationCache folder
    In the accompanying window pane, right-click the SV2 entry and select Modify
    Change the value to "0" then click OK
    Reboot your PC
